Why should my child participate in the

Vision Soccer Academy program?

VSA strives to obtain the highest quality coaching staff
for its members, ensuring that each coach is qualified
and eager to educate young minds in the art of soccer.

All players will receive age appropriate lessons starting
with the main foundation of ball mastery.

During the fall and spring seasons per year, each team
will receive 2 practices with the Professional Coach and
1 with the Team Coach.

During the winter, each team will receive 1 practice per
week with their Professional Coach. Entering into an
Indoor or Futsal league over the winter is encouraged but
not mandatory.

Vision Soccer Academy does not discourage players
from participating in other sports or activities. We do
request that players place league games and tournaments
first on their list of priorities. Communication is key.

Teams will participate in multiple tournaments per
season. Some of these tournaments will be out of town
and will likely require overnight stays. Tournament
participation for each team will be determined by VSA
coaches in conjunction with the VSA Director of
Coaching.
